INTRODUCTION

This is a study course of the Principle Doctrines of the Holy Scriptures. It is designed as a guide for personal study of the plain Inspired Word of God. It is a non-denominational presentation of the main teachings of the universal Church of Jesus Christ.

The Bible was Inspired by God. It was written by about 35 men, and was complied over about 1,000 years. It is the supreme authority for all Doctrine and practice of the church. It is divided into two main parts.
1.
The Old Testament containing 39 books, was written in Hebrew.

2.
The New Testament containing 27 books, was written in Greek.
These 66 books were accurately copied by men called Scribes, and faithfully preserved by the Hand of God. The best translation into English that we have appeared in 1611, commonly called the Authorized or King James Version. It is the basis of this course, which is divided into 7 categories, namely:
1. The Godhead

2. The Gospel of Christ

3. Salvation

4. The Christian Life

5. The Church

6. The Plan of the end

7. Heaven and Hell

INSTRUCTIONS TO STUDENTS

The method of teaching in this course is based upon the fact that the Bible is it’s own best interpretation, and the Word of God is it’s own best commentator. There is no writing required in this course, but careful thinking is necessary. There are only two kinds of questions: “multiple choice” and “true or false”. There are twelve sections of varying length, and each section consists of:

1. A brief introduction of the topics at hand.

2. All of the most important passages of Scripture on those subjects.

3. Supplementary Scripture readings for those who desire it.

4. Test questions that are taken directly from the verses printed in it’s respective section.

We suggest that you find a quiet place and time where you will not be disturbed or interrupted. Begin by praying for God to help. You should complete one whole section of verses and questions at a single sitting:
1. Read the Author’s concise summary of the contents of the section.

2. Prayerfully and carefully study each Scripture Reference until you understand the meaning of it.

3. Immediately answer the questions that follow, while the verses are fresh on your mind, rather than waiting until later, lest you forget something. The Test Questions usually follow the order in which the verses are listed, but not always.

4. Then you may go back and read the supplementary verses for a broader understanding, if you like. This is optional to your pleasure.

5. Then you may proceed to the next section if you have time to complete it at the same sitting.

Do not tear any pages out of this book, except the answer sheet. Do not mail this book back to us. Carefully copy your answers on the answer sheet found in the back of this book. MAIL ONLY THE ANSWER SHEET BACK TO US. If you get less than 300 correct answers out of the 435 questions, your graded answer sheet will be returned to you so you can correct the wrong answers and then re-mail it to us for regarding.

1. What is actually said or stated?

2. Who said it?
3. To whom was it spoken?
4. Is it literal or symbolic (figurative)
5. Did the meaning apply only then and there, or does it apply to all today?
6. What was the significance of it in the light of the customs and circumstances of that time?
7. Let Scripture interpret ate Scripture; consider the surrounding context, and follow the “witness principle”. (2 or 3 passages)

I  THE GODHEAD

There is only one true and Living God, eternally existing in three persons, or manifestations, the Father (Jehovah), the Son (Jesus Christ), and the Holy Ghost (Spirit of Truth or Comforter). These three in one and one in three, mysteriously correspond to man’s spirit, soul, and body, who was made in the image and likeness of the divine Godhead.

God is the omnipresent and unchangeable Great Spirit, the Almighty Creator of Heaven, earth, and all things therein, unto Whom is rightfully due all our love, worship, praise and service. He is infinitely perfect in love, holiness, wisdom and every other virtue. Yea, He is good, faithful, just and merciful—a Miracle Worker, the same yesterday, today and forever.

II  THE GOSPEL

The Lord Jesus Christ is the only Begotten Son of God, the Messiah of Israel, and the only Saviour of all man kind.

In the meridian of time he was conceived of the Holy Ghost, born of the virgin Mary in Bethlehem, grew up as a “normal” Jewish Boy in Nazareth, lived a holy and sinless life, was baptized of John (His second cousin and forerunner) in the Jordan River, began to preach and teach the Kingdom of God at the age of 30, healed the sick, wrought all manner of miracles, and blessed little children.

After about 3 ½ years He was rejected by His own, scourged under Pilate with 39 stripes for our healing, and crucified upon the Cross as a final Sacrifice for our sins; wherein His precious shed blood provided an atonement for all who receive Him into their hearts as their own personal Saviour.

He died, tasting death for every believer, was buried in a certain tomb, but arose from the dead on the 3rd day, as He fore-said! (Hallelujah) After his bodily resurrection He appeared some dozen times to His disciples; and finally ascended into Heaven before the sight of over 500 witnesses. He is now at the right hand of the Father as Mediator, Intercessor, High Priest, and Advocate in behalf of all His followers, from whence He shall soon return to execute the consummation of the Ages.

III SALVATOIN

Man was originally created in a state of innocency, but by his own transgression fell from that estate, bringing upon the whole world total moral depravity. Consequently all men are degenerate sinners by nature; and because of their own sins are exposed to the righteous wrath of God, and subject to eternal punishment. Thus man is in desperate need of the Salvation as provided by the redemptive work of Christ.

He is changed into a new creature (baby) in Christ, and is adopted into the great family of God as a son (or daughter) of God, and an heir of eternal happiness in the Kingdom of God.

We will joyfully know when we are truly saved, for he that believeth hath the witness and assurance in himself. However we must faithfully endure unto the end in obedience to God in order to e finally admitted into His presence. Restitution should be made where possible, as the Lord leads.
