I Cor. 7:3 Let the husband render unto the wife due benevolence; and likewise also the wife unto the husband.

I Pet. 3:7 Likewise, ye husbands, dwell with them according to knowledge, giving honor unto the wife, as unto the weaker vessel, and as being heirs together of the grace of life; that your prayers be not hindered.

I Tim. 5:8 But if any provide not for his own, and specially for those of his own house, he hath denied the faith, and is worse than an infidel.

I Cor. 11:3 But I would have you to know, that the head of every man is Christ; and the head of the woman is the man; and the head of Christ is God.

Wife’s Duty:

Eph. 5:22-25 Wives, submit yourselves unto your own husbands, as unto the Lord. For the husband is the head of the wife, even as Christ is the head of the Church: and he is the saviour of the body. Therefore as the church is subject unto Christ, so let the wives be to their own husbands in everything. Husbands, love your wives, even as Christ also loved the church, and gave himself for it.

Col. 3:18 wives submit yourselves unto your own husbands, as it is fir in the Lord.

I Pet. 3:1-4 Likewise, ye wives, be in subjection to your own husbands; that, if any obey not the Word, they also may without the Word be won by the conversation of the wives;

I Tim. 2:9 In like manner also, that women adorn themselves in modest apparel, with shamefacedness and sobriety; not with braided hair, or gold, or pearls, or costly array;

V CHURCH

The Lord Jesus Christ founded his own church among men as a world wide institution, and it should be called after him. This great universal church of Jesus Christ is made up of every born-again believer over the face of the earth; composed of local assemblies of Saints where even two or three are gathered together in his name. Instrumental music is prescribed in the Scriptures to accompany worship.

The church is best governed by male elders among the gift ministries of Apostles and teaching and also administer the sacraments of water baptism and the Lord’s Supper.

Tithing is recommended and helpful, but not forced legalistically.

The church should be constantly and fervently engaged in increasing the degree of it’s spiritual quality by united prayers, fasting with wisdom, holiness, exorting one another unto devotion and consecration; and also continuously and zealously active in adding to it’s own number through personal soul-winning work, witnessing to sinners everywhere, and Gospel evangelism by all means possible. Any and every day is suitable for meetings.

The church is separate from civil authority, and subject to political state as long as loyalty to God and conscience is preserved, but retains all authority in it’s own spiritual affairs, thus respecting religious liberty for all.

VI  THE  PLAN  OF  THE  END

The old heaven and earth shall pass away and a new heaven and new earth shall appear and thus eternity shall have begun.

The word “Doctrine” means “Teaching”

There are seven ways people get into false doctrine:

1.
THE FALL OF MAN – brought on an inherent lack of spiritual discernment, leaving the mind darkened.

 2.
SATAN- demons deceive people who are later bond by a lying spirit.

 3.
SELF-PRIDE – The Ego-centric get puffed up and become proud of their mentality, then fall into error.

4. SIN – Practiced and cherished in the heart leads to error; the self willed disobedient to the will of God permits the entrance of error.

5. MEN – pleasers through fear of man and love of worldly glory adopt false doctrines to gain money, position, or influence.

6. HARD HEART – The unteachable who will not yield to the Holy Ghost or listen, willfully reject light and truth with their mind closed in unbelief.

7. IGNORANCE OF SCRIPTURE – Lack of proper study or misunderstanding of the Bible through absence of good teaching.

Heb. 13:9 Be not carried about with divers and strange doctrines: for it is a good thing that the heart be established with grace;

II Tim. 2;14,16,17,18 of these things put them in remembrance, charging them before the Lord that they strive not about words to no profit, but to the subverting of the hearers…But shun profane and vain babblings: for they will increase unto more ungodliness. And their word will eat as doth a canker: of whom is Hymeneus and Philetus; who concerning the truth have erred, saying that the resurrection is passed already; and overthrow the faith of some.

I Tim 1:6,7 From which some having swerved have turned aside unto vain jangling; Desiring to be teachers of the law; understanding neither what they say, nor whereof they affirm.

II Pet. 2:1 But there were false prophets also among the people, even as there shall be false teachers among you, who privily shall bring in damnable heresies, even denying the Lord that bought them, and bring upon themselves swift destruction.

I Tim. 4:1,2,3,7 Now the Spirit speaketh expressly, that in the latter times some shall depart from the faith, giving heed to seducing spirits, and doctrines of devils; Speaking lies in hypocrisy; having their conscience seared with a hot iron; forbidding to marry, and commanding to abstain from meats, which God hath created to be received with thanksgiving of them which believe and know the truth…v 7 But refuse profane and old wive’s fables, and exercise thyself rather unto godliness.

Gal. 1:8 But though we, or an angel from heaven, preach any other gospel unto you than that which we have preached unto you, let him be accursed.

Tit. 3:10,11 A man that is a heretick, after the first and second admonition, reject; knowing that be that is such is subverted, and sinneth, being condemned of himself.

Ro. 16;17,18 Now I beseech you, brethren, mark them which cause divisions and offenses contrary to the doctrine which ye have learned: and avoid them. For they that are such serve not our Lord Jesus Christ, but their own belly; and by good words and fair speeches deceive the hearts of the simple.

II Jn. 10, If there come any unto you, and bring not this doctrine, receive him not into your house, neither bid him God speed:
